THE SECOND GEORGIA RACE FOR THE CURE®
Over 3,000 people gathered at Turtle Lake on Saturday, May 29, 2010 for the Second Race for the Cure® event - most successful educational and fundraising event for breast cancer in Georgia. The Race blossomed from a partnership between the Women Wellness Care Alliance HERA and Susan G. Komen for the Cure®.  Supported by USAID and JSI the Race aims to increase awareness of breast cancer and to educate women on the importance of screening and early detection. The Race is about personal participation and contribution to try to make a difference in the fight against breast cancer.

The day included a 2K walk and 5K run in which 180 runners participated. Young high school and college students, middle aged women and men, runners, kids, groups from large businesses participated in the event. Among supporters, Georgia’s First Lady Sandra Elizabeth Roelofs, the US Ambassador in Georgia John Bass, British Ambassador Denis Keefe, Deputy Mission Director of USAID/Caucasus, were in attendance. Over 100 university students, expatriates and community members volunteered for the event. Special tented area was organized for survivors – to recognize their spirit in fighting breast cancer they received cake with pink ribbons and event Survivor tee-shirts. "We're never going to give up," said one of the survivor, just after crossing the finish line.
